The Bi-
ble says, “For the Lord humbled Judah because of Ahaz king of Israel, for he 
had brought about a lack of restraint in Judah and was very unfaithful to the 
Lord.”  (II Chronicles 28:19)  He asked the King of Assyria to help them.  Til-
gath-pilneser was the king of Assyria, but he didn’t help Judah instead he just 
hurt Judah more. King Ahaz then took the money out of the Temple of the 
Lord and gave it to Assyria.  King Ahaz just got worse and worse.  He sacri-
ficed animals to fake gods and took things out of the Temple and closed the 
doors of the Temple to the real God.  He made places to worship fake gods in 
every city in Judah.  The Bible says he, ‘provoked the Lord, the God of his 
fathers, to anger.”  (II Chronicles 28:25)  God offered to prove to King Ahaz 
that he was real and could help more than the Assyrians and their fake gods.  
He sent the prophet Isaiah and said, “Ask a sign for yourself from the Lord 
your God; make it deep as Sheol or high as heaven.”  (Isaiah 7:11)  King Ahaz 
wouldn’t listen and then Isaiah told him about the Messiah that was coming.  
Isaiah wrote, ‘Therefore the Lord Himself will give you a sign:  Behold a vir-
gin will be with child and bear a son, and she will call His name Immanuel’.
