The Bible says, “He removed the 
high places and broke down the sacred pillars and cut down the Asherah.  
He also broke in pieces the bronze serpent that Moses had made, for until 
those days the sons of Israel burned incense to it; and it was called Ne-
hushtan.”  (II Kings 18:4)  The Bible says Hezekiah clung to the Lord and 
the Lord’s commandments.  Part of the way he did that was to tear down 
rotten things in the kingdom.  Farmer Smith is tearing down that old rot-
ten chicken house, but he will make a pretty new one,”  said Grandpa.

(II Kings 
18:7)  In the fourteenth year that Hezekiah was king, King Sennacherib 
from Assyria attacked Judah and took over several cities in Judah.  King 
Hezekiah was afraid and sent all the gold from the temple and from the 
king’s house to King Sennacherib.  King Sennacherib still wanted to take 
over Judah and he wanted to take everyone away just like he had done to 
Israel.  King Sennacherib sent people to speak to King Hezekiah.  The 
messenger from Sennacherib said, ‘…Do not let Hezekiah deceive you, 
for he will not be able to deliver you from my hand nor let Hezekiah 
make you trust in the Lord, saying ‘The Lord will surely deliver us and 
this city will not be given into the hand of the king of Assyria.’’ (II Kings 
18:29-30)  The people and King Hezekiah were very afraid of the Assyr-
ians.  King Hezekiah tore his clothes and covered himself with sackcloth.  
Then he went to the Temple and prayed to God.  Hezekiah was afraid, but 
a prophet of God named Isaiah sent him a message.  He said, ‘Do not be 
afraid because of the words that you have heard, with which the servants 
of the king of Assyria have blasphemed Me.  Behold, I will put a spirit in 
him so that he will hear a rumor and return to his own land.  And I will 
make him fall by the sword in his own land.’  (II Kings 19:6-7)  I am 
afraid you will even have to deal with bullies when you get older, just 
like King Hezekiah did. It is hard dealing with bullies, but you will get 
better at it as you get older,” said Gertrude.
