The Evil One comes and takes away the things 
that were planted in the person’s heart.  And what is the seed that fell on the 
rocky ground?  That seed is like the person that hears the teaching and quickly 
accepts that teaching with joy. But that person does not let the teaching go deep 
into his life.  He keeps that teaching only a short time.  When trouble or perse-
cution comes because of the teaching he accepted, then he quickly quits.  And 
what is the seed that fell among the thorny weeds?  That seed is like the person 
that hears the teaching but lets worries about this life and love for money stop 
that teaching from growing.  So that teaching does not make fruit. But what is 
the seed that fell on the good ground?  That seed is like the person that hears 
the teaching and understands it.”  (Matthew 13:18-23)  Sam, I want you to be 
good seed,”  said Gertrude.
